1.  Welcome aboard and congratulations on your assignment to Naval Security Forces Bahrain (NSA Bahrain) located in Manama, Bahrain.  You have been selected to join one of the largest and finest Navy Security organizations in the world and one of the few whose mission continues to grow in both scope and importance.  As the only permanent logistics support facility in the Gulf region, NSA Bahrain provides real-time, front-line support to ships and other units deployed in the Arabian Gulf region.

2.  Be sure to contact your local NCIS or security office before departing your current duty station and obtain the required Level I Anti-Terrorism brief.

3. MACS (SW) Ladell McCoy assisted by YNC (PJ) Doris Straker are the  sponsor team coordinators for the Naval Security Force and will assist you in every way possible both before and after your arrival. 4.  Our normal workweek is from Sunday through Thursday.  We are eight hours ahead of Eastern Standard Time (0800 on the East Coast = 1600 in Bahrain).  In order to expedite your welcome aboard process you may view the welcome aboard package online at www.nsa.bahrain.navy.mil.  Department of Defense has a relocation web site for Bahrain as well as other installations, which can be found at Department of Defense  www.dmdc.osd.mil/sites/. 

5.  An important note--passports with a visa for Bahrain are required for entry into Bahrain, even if you enter the country on a military carrier.  If you do not already have a no-fee passport, contact your local PSD for assistance as soon as possible.  Visas may be obtained upon arrival at Bahrain International Airport through the Command Personal Services representative.  There is currently no government

Housing in Bahrain for E5 and above therefore, you are authorized TLA for up to 60 days until you find permanent housing in the local area. E3 and below personnel are not authorized to bring furniture or pets for

you will be assigned to the security barracks.  NSA Bahrain has limited barracks facilities that often necessitate the use of expensive off-bass lodging.  Therefore, it is recommended that all incoming personnel arrive with at least $1500.00 to cover these expenses and submit a request to receive advance dislocation allowance before arriving.  These measures will help defray the cost of living off base until permanent quarters can be arranged.  Temporary lodging allowance is a reimbursable claim processed every 10 days after a paid hotel receipt is presented.  Advance TLA may be paid in advance but on a case by case basis.
